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Letter to the Editor:

Reading about the passing of Carl Eide brought
back a wave of early motorcycling memories. My
junior high school was within easy walking distance
of several cool motorcycle and snowmobile shops.
There was Elmer Olson’s snowmobile and boat
dealership. Neat stuff, but not my thing. The
legendary Sport Wheels owned by Denny
Kannenberg was just down the road. He had all the
exotic European moto-cross bikes in stock. Race
ready right off the showroom floor.

While only 13 years old, | had been riding off road
since | got my first mini-bike. My friends and | were
dreaming of the day we were old enough to ride
on the street. And right across the highway from
our school was an honest to goodness motorcycle
sales and service business run by bikers called
Eide's. It was at 36" and Woodale, but driving by
today it would be hard to imagine that this area
once had a motorcycle shop that had old bikes,
newer bikes, full-on drag racing bikes, and even
Harley Davidson snowmobiles. My friends and |
would hustle over there after school and just walk
around looking at all the bikes and tell each other

somewhere right?). Carl never kicked us out,
maybe he saw we had the motorcycle bug. If we
didnt get in the way, he did not care and would
answer all our stupid questions. | asked my older
brother, who has had multiple bikes over the years
his thoughts: “They really knew how to work on
Harleys and always willing to help”.

Carl was also an early advocate of what we now call
motorcycle rights. In the mid-1970s, Minnesota was
ready to pass “No-Fault” insurance. This proposal
was touted to save car drivers money by negating
the need for legal fights. But including
motorcyclists in this scheme would raise the

price of motorcycle insurance by triple digits. Carl
was an early activist. | recall walking into Eide's
shop to a great big easel with the words “One
Dollar per CC -Tell Your Legislators No!” Carl and
his friends had estimated the cost of motorcycle
no-fault insurance to be $1 per cc. For a Harley
rider $1200 per year was huge back then.

Today we are facing the constant introduction of
motorcycle insurance bills that will lead us down
the path of what Carl warned us about: no fault
insurance laws for motorcyclists. As they say, the
past is prologue.

From there
we went right into a discussion about the
lane splitting public service awareness (PSA)
campaign. As of that time we were informed
it was sitting in the Department of Public
Safety (DPS) Attorney's Office to determine
the legality of what they can educate the
public on regarding lane splitting.

The director
of the college program wasn't in attendance,
but he had emailed the information out to
the members prior to the meeting. | would
expect we will get an overview at the next
meeting. One statistic caught my eye. The
overall participation numbers of the under
18 demographic has spiked in the last two
years. Perhaps there is a correlation between
that and the fact that the Young Riders
Qcholarship program started two years ago?

Food for thought. Another piece of \
information that isn't new is that there is a
serious shortage of rider coaches. There is
more demand for rider training than there
are coaches to train these courses. If you are
interested or just curious about being a rider
coach, please contact me and | will give you
all the information | have.

For those have you that might have noticed,
there was a motorcycle simulator in the
products building at the State Rally this year.
It is owned by the Motorcycle Safety Center
and it was also at A.B.AT.E. University some
years back. The head of the task force is
interested in purchasing an updated model.
A motion was made at the September
meeting. During the discussion, a member
was concerned about the blanket motion
essentially approving the head of the task
force to move ahead without an expenditure
proposal. That motion was then rescinded
and a new motion was made and passed for
the head of the task force to bring back to
the members a proposal with quotes and
funding sources. Fast-forward to the current
meeting. Jay asked for another motion to
move forward with approval without
bringing back a proposal. Another motion
was passed that was essentially the same,
for him to bring back a proposal to the task
force members. I'm not entirely sure what
this was about. Perhaps because there were
no minutes or record of the September
meeting?

Lastly, we discussed the update to the
Motorcycle Safety Center (DPS) website. The
PIO had emailed a link to the new website
prior to the meeting for review. A member
had noticed some link problems that were
communicated, then subsequently fixed.
More opinions were shared and that was
wrapped up.

Hello fellow freedom fighters, | have some
exciting news to share. The Young Riders
Scholarship program for the 2025 rider training
season is off and running. Friday, December 6%
was the day that colleges across the state
posted their rider training course schedules,
and | registered our first scholarship recipient
that same morning. If you know of a person
under 21 years of age that wants to take a
course this year, please encourage them to take
advantage of the scholarship program. The
sooner they apply, the better. Last year we had
$25,500 to work with, and we used that up by
mid-April. We currently have approximately
$23,000 to work with for 2025. Keep in mind
there may be more funds added to this, but it is
better to apply early. As | write this report in
early December, not all of the colleges have
posted schedules yet. If the location desired
does not have courses available yet, keep
checking.

If your chapter wants to contract a course for
2025, now would be a suitable time to reach
out to the college you want to take the course
at. As usual, rider coaches are limited, and it
takes time for the colleges to find two coaches
to commit to a contracted course. On that same

note, consider using district rider training funds.

| have already submitted a budget proposal to
our State Treasurer for 2025 that includes the
same amount as last year. Pending budget
approval, there will be $600 budgeted for
each district to decide how to spend on rider
training. If you are interested, you should be
having a conversation with your District
Director. As long as the budget remains the
same, there will only be one change to the
process this year. When submitting a receipt to
the Education Chair (currently me), you will also
need to submit either district meeting minutes
or chapter meeting minutes documenting
passage of a motion that the rider training
course be funded with District Rider Training
funds. This is simply a safeguard so that the
Education Chair does not sign off on an
expenditure without a paper trail.

As some of you already know, Darryl Holman is
moving on from his A.B.AT.E. of Minnesota
duties along with some other ones to enjoy his
retirement. | would like to take a moment to
personally thank him for all he has done with
our Share the Road program and everything
else he has done for our organization. Thank
you, Darryl.

He was able to call 911, and was transporte
from the woods near Siren, W1 to the ER in Duluth, which is not equipped with a burn
unit. He was transported via ambulance to HCMC in Minneapolis. To tolerate this 3 hour
ride, he was sedated and intibated. Mark is now at HCMC, where the burn center team is
evaluating his injuries. As stated earlier, 80% of his body has at least 1st degree burns, with
mostly deep 2nd degree burns and potentially some 3rd degree burns, as well. As you can
imagine, Mark is in a terrible situation. Please keep him in your thoughts and prayers.
